A. DONATION OF $250 BY DEAN C. DOW, TO BE USED FOR THE FIRE DISTRICT 

HONOR GUARD. 
 
Mr. Greg Thompson, Fire Marshall, Sedgwick County Fire District #1, greeted the Commissioners 
and said, "What we  have before you is a request to accept a donation to the Sedgwick County Fire 
District Research and Development Fund to be used by the District’s honor guard.  This donation in 
the amount of $250 was received from Dean C. Dow, Fire Chief of Ford County, near Dodge City.  
Recently, Chief Dow and his department experienced the loss of one of their members and our own 
honor guard here in Sedgwick County is very well known and respected throughout the State and 
was requested by Chief Dow to provide the honor guard for the funeral and burial services.  We did 
honor this request.  We sent several members to the services in Ford County and as a result Chief 
Dow wanted to express his appreciation to Sedgwick County and to our honor guard and this 
donation will be used by the honor guard to maintain and purchase uniform accessories, such as 
caps, badges, gloves, shoulder braids and so on.  I would like to request that the Board accept the 
donation and authorize the Chair to sign a letter of appreciation.  Be happy to answer any 
questions.”
