NEW BUSINESS

A. MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT WITH CITY OF WICHITA.

Mr. Gary E. Curmode, Fire Chief, greeted the Commissioners and said, “It has been
goproximately one year snce we' ve had the joint fleet maintenance agreement with Wichita
and Sedgwick County Fire Departments. The year is about to expire. The program has
worked brilliantly. Again, we fine tuned it on a weekly basis as needed. Preventive
maintenance has done aremarkable job. For example, basically we have five mechanics now
under City/County Fleet Maintenance Program. We have 33% of the fleet, we have 40% of
the mechanics, where the City has basically 66% of the fleet, and 60% of the mechanics and
they are interchangeably used on both apparatus. So, at times a County mechanic may be
on charge on a weekend and evenings and he'll come out and work on City apparatus if it
goes out of service and vice-versa. It hasworked very well. At thistime, | recommend that
we continue the Agreement and am available for any questions.”
