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GETTING STARTED 
Decide on Type of Registration Drive.  
Site-specific drives require making arrange-
ments with a facility prior to the drive.  
Door-to-door drives require mapping out a 
specific area to cover.  A variety of maps are 
available on the Election Office website  free 
of charge, or can be purchased at the Elec-
tion Office. 

Get a Voter Registration Packet.    The 
Election Office has packets available at no 
charge that contain Voter Registration Ap-
plications,  Advance Voting Applications, and 
informational materials.  The packet is also 
available online at the Election Office web-
site, and its contents can be printed in any 
amount. 

Make Arrangements with Volunteers 
& Gather Additional Materials.  Black 
ink pens, clipboards, paperclips, and maps of 
the registration drive district are all helpful.  
Also include the phone number and website 
address of the Election Office to assist in 
answering questions.

FILL ING OUT THE VOTER 
REGISTRATION CARD 
Qualifications Questions. Darken the 
appropriate circles.  If the answer to either 
question is “No”, do not complete the card. 

Personal Information. Print all informa-
tion in black ink.  Residence address must 
be current residence address, not a business 
address or an address of a home not yet 
occupied.  Mailing address is where to 
enter a post office box number; a box num-
ber without a residence address cannot be 
accepted.  Naturalization data is for citi-
zens born outside the United States, and 
should include either the person’s naturaliza-
tion number or the city and year in which 
the person was naturalized.  Driver’s li-
cense or SSN:  a person can choose to 
give either the entire driver’s license number 
or the last 4 digits of the Social Security 
number. 

Party Affiliation.  Darken appropriate 
circle.  If a person answers “independent”, 
mark “Not affiliated with a party”. 

Previous Registration.  Complete infor-
mation in this section if the person had pre-
viously registered to vote anywhere in the 
United States. 

Signature.  Have the person sign and date 
the Voter Registration Application.  Un-
signed applications cannot be accepted. 

COMPLETING THE PROCESS 
Offer additional materials from the reg-
istration packet, like the “Voting Made Sim-
ple” brochure or an Advance Voting Appli-
cation.  If a person completes an Advance 
Voting Application along with the Voter 
Registration Application, clip both applica-
tions together.  Advance Voting Applica-
tions are accepted up to 90 days before a 
scheduled election. 

Bring completed applications to the 
Election Office within 5 days or before 
Voter Registration closes, whichever is 
shorter.  Voter Registration always closes  
the 15th day before an election for the dis-
trict in which the 
election is held.  
Check the Election 
Office website for 
registration dead-
lines on scheduled 
elections. 
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
