ORDER OF BUSINESS

1. Call to Order    
· Corinthian Kelly in Chair and Vice-Chair’s absence called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. and quorum was present 
· Unanimous Approval of Minutes – March 7, 2022

PUBLIC AGENDA

NEW BUSINESS
1. Phoenix Biomedical Medical Campus Visit Briefing – Chairman Dennis 
Commissioner Dennis states there are three main medical/mental health type issues Sedgwick County is working on:
1) First issue is getting a regional mental health facility.  The county has been working with the legislature trying to get them to fund a regional mental health facility with 50 beds someplace in this region or at least one of the surrounding counties 
· Sedg. Co. has been lobbying the Legislature 

· 15 million available and want funding for regional mental health facility to go to the Kansas Department of Aging and Disability Services (KDADS):  They fund and build the facility here and it belongs to the State of Kansas 

· Commissioner Dennis states we need it because we cannot get people in the Larned or Osawatomie State Hospitals; we need a regional mental health facility here in Sedgwick County.
2) Commissioner Dennis states the second issue is about the Mental Health and Substance Abuse Coalition working here in the region. 
· States Sedg. Co. has a problem with the drug and alcohol abuse, homelessness, mental health issues  
· Need funding to build mental health campus and need to build a smaller version of the San Antonio campus model. 
· Commissioner Dennis states it would be great if Sedg. Co. can get ARPA money out from the state to fund campus.  The campus would not be state-owned and effort should not be driven by funded and run by governments, non-profits and private industries should partner

· Discussions around crisis center - currently have 15. Sedg. Co has a $15 million capital improvement plan. 
· The crisis center does belong to Sedg. Co. and the County will fund that. 
· Trying to determine where the crisis center should be located. Funding is there for the crisis center, and it is Sedg. Co's responsibility. The next issue is a biomedical facility somewhere in downtown Wichita. 

3) Phoenix Biomedical Medical Campus Visit Briefing 
· Commission Dennis traveled to a biomedical facility in Phoenix, AZ with Dr. Rick Muma and a delegation of senior staff from Wichita State University to visit
· Phoenix cleared seven acres of land, and in and around the area are five major hospitals 
· On the biomedical campus are five universities that have teamed up

· Arizona State University, University of Arizona, Creighton University, and Tufts University are all on-campus working with five hospitals to produce the medical providers of the future 

· Dr. Muma and Dr. Mims have partnered with WSU and KU Medical Center

· WSU Tech can provide technicians 

· One can go from a technical certificate to a doctorate at WSU Tech to WSU or KU Medical Center
· There is a middle school and high school on the biomedical campus 

· Specializing in biomedicine so they can grow their own on the campus 

· The cost will be approximately $200 million, which is an expensive proposition because Sedg. Co. has to buy a lot of property in downtown Wichita

· Looking at locating somewhere near the new Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine (DO) school

· Phoenix model also has a law component, along with MPA and MBA, etc.
· Dennis states Sedg. Co. is about 200 people short in COMCARE

· There is a great need to get social workers in the pipeline

· Would like to incorporate social work degree into new biomedical complex and potentially co-locate COMCARE crisis
· In the state of Kansas, all state school properties are owned by the Kansas Board of Regents. 
· Dennis states, advocating hard for $200 million to build.  Will not be Sedg. Co’s, but will possibly relocate crisis center near DO school campus. The potential impact of the project is billions for this area. 
· Commission Dennis toured the new DO school. The first class of 85 students start in the fall. 
· Will be able to do everything, e.g., autopsies, virtually. Have 43 switches in the new DO School as opposed to the courthouse running on two switches. Had 1500 applicants for 85 slots. DO school wants to work together with MD school. 
· Hinton asks who would oversee the project?  Dennis responds the Kansas Board of Regents (KBOR). 

· Commissioner Dennis brought up concerns about DO school and social workers.
· Wright asks do you envision this happening in the downtown core? Response from Dennis, Yes, someplace around the DO school." 

· Brown asks, “What is the general feeling around this project?” Dennis states, “The Greater Wichita Partnership is behind the project. ARPA funding for the project is in place and going to be fast if we can get it. The Governor’s Chief of Staff in Topeka is also behind the project, as well as members of the ARPA committee. The president of the senate, Ty Masterson, supports the effort, as well as the House majority leader.” 

· Brown expresses the need for a preeminent dental college in Kansas and within the region. 

· Dennis states, that there was a briefing by Amtrak at the Greater Wichita Partnership. Present were members of the Chamber, area leaders, and representatives from Newton. 
· There is funding available to take the Heartland Flyer that stops in Oklahoma City right up to Newton.  States have to get KDOT and ODOT on board. Money is there; have to put together a study due by January 2023. The federal government will fund the first year 90% of the loss and the state has to take up the other 10%. The study due in January is moving. 
· Dr. Muma has opened up tuition for everyone down I-35 whereby out-of-students along this corridor can receive in-state tuition at WSU. 
· Commissioner Dennis got a tour of KU Medical Center. 

· Exploration Place will unveil new exhibit, April 19-20, Health Inside-Out. 
· Zoo will open stingray cove on April 15. 
· Starting May 4-13, we’ll be doing budget hearings where every department briefs BOCC on their future budget needs. 
· The personnel situation is dire due to the lack of pay raises. 100+ openings in COMCARE. 68 openings in the jail. EMS is down 19-20 people. We’re behind the community in what we are paying for certain jobs. 
· Dennis states, that Truth in Taxation mailers will cost around $50,000 to send out. It’s the law, we will comply with it. County Clerk calculates the mail levy.
