RURAL AREAS, YET 57% OF ALL TRAFFIC FATALITIES OCCUR ON RURAL ROADS.   THIS 

SHOULD SERVE AS A STRONG REMINDER TO THOSE TRAVELING IN SEDGWICK COUNTY 

TO BUCKLE UP AND DON’T DRINK IF YOU ARE GOING TO DRIVE. 
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
