NEW BUSINESS:
a. Tom Donnay asked if a 2018 Tier II Spill Report would be published, as this is a document beneficial to hospitals.  David Baker said he would look further into this. 

b. Carl Link briefed that the HMEP grant for 2020 has been applied for.  SCEM is looking to partner with McConnell AFB on a community-wide exercise, very tentatively scheduled for the first week in March 2020, in conjunction with severe weather week.  Looking to exercise weather-related HAZMAT release. 
c. Carl Link communicated that one of the goals of the SCEM is to coordinate exercises with a whole community concept to help meet exercise requirements for multiple agencies simultaneously.  

d. Spirit will be having a 3-day class on in September on HAZMAT response. Contact Andy Hall, Barb Porter, or Darla Linot for more details.  

e. Carl Link provided an overview of the LEPC to new members, communicating purpose in line with the Right to Know Act.  Carl also briefed the background for the HMEP exercise and encouraged all organizations to think about their organizational plans and participate in the exercise internally if unable to physically participate on site.  SCEM can assist by providing phone calls to active plans and help meet internal exercise requirements. 

f. David Baker encouraged those with specific CMS exercise requirements to communicate with SCEM for assistance as needed. 

g. Tom Pletcher suggested that organizations exercise their plans all the way through all phases, to include reunification.  Exercises need to include what happens after the response is over. 

h. Will Day encouraged all members to help spread the word about exercises and the LEPC both internally and externally.
