B. Introductions: Members and visitors were introduced. *Voting member

MINUTES APPROVED:  Minutes from the May 16, 2019 meeting were approved with one correction to a misspelled name. Lane Sekavec made the motion to approve, Trista Clevenger gave second approval.

OLD BUSINESS:
A. Full Scale Exercise Outcomes
1. There were 70 participants representing 32 organizations at the full-scale HAZMAT exercise

2. The After-action report is in the works.  If any organization wishes to have their AAR included email them to Sedgwick County Emergency Management (SCEM). 

3. Carl discussed the challenges faced during this past full-scale exercise as they are exercising their own plans.  There were communication and programming issues that came up. Carl also emphasized that exercises should be shared to meet requirements. If an organization has regulatory requirements on exercises, coordinate with SCEM. Pass on ideas for upcoming exercises to SCEM. 

B. Tier II Updates

1. Carl explained what Tier II is.

2. There are 279 Tier II entries to date.  
3. Ann is working on inviting all Tier II organizations to LEPC meetings. Post cards (attach 8) will be sent to these organizations inviting them to attend the LEPC.
4. Jim (DHS) briefed that during assessments, DHS highly recommends LEPC involvement, although it is not a mandate. 

C. 2018 Tier II Spill Report

1. Ann briefed there were 14 spill reports in 2018, per the EPA.  Ann has the report if needed.

D. HMEP Grant Update

1. 2020 HMEP grant in the books.  Planning is ongoing for future trainings and community-wide exercises.  Full-scale exercises will take up about half of the funds. Carl discussed this is an opportunity for organizations to exercise their own agency-specific plans. 


2. Carl shared information on HAZWOPER and HAZMAT 80-hr trainings and challenges.  Information was also shared on as Advanced Air Monitoring class. Carl needs to know what training needs are out there for budgeting and resource allocations.  


3. Richard Powell shared there are many cities, townships and school districts in Sedgwick County that the LEPC should reach out to.  Julie Stimson recommended working with city leaders to help get the word out. 
4.
NEW BUSINESS:

A. Region 7 LEPC conference

1. Ann attended the region 7 LEPC conference and provided several handouts for the LEPC to review (Attachments 6, 7, 8, 9, 10). 


2. Ann shared that other LEPCs have social media pages (Facebook) to help communicate to the community. Ann is looking into this. It was also noted that the LEPC information is hidden in the Sedgwick County government webpage and is not user friendly to the layperson.  

3. Ann discussed the LEPC is unfunded outside of grants and grant funds are very specific. Ann suggested creating a 501c and is consulting with legal. (Guest speaker for Feb. LEPC meeting will be Tim Gablehouse, attorney from CO with LEPC experience. 

4. Ann is looking for suggestions and opportunities for the LEPC to produce outcomes, not just holding meetings.  This is a challenge without funding. 


5.  Ann shared a trifold on LEPC that another LEPC uses to hand out at community events. (attach 9). 


6.  It was suggested to have a teleconference established for those who cannot attend the LEPC meetings. 


7.  Discussions were held on how to involve more of the community in the LEPC.  Currently the LEPC is heavily first-responder focused, and the whole community should be involved. 

B. Round Table

1. Carl shared that the SCEM planning position should be filled soon and this person will be the LEPC liaison.  


2. Chance discussed IPAWS as a communication resource to reach cell phones. Can be used for non-emergency messages (with discretion). Carl reminded LEPC members that not all county residents have cell phones.  Redundant communication is still very needed. 


3. Jaron shared that OxyChem uses Everbridge for their emergency alert network. 

4. Chance provided handouts on the partnership between the National Weather Service and LEPC as well as a flyer on Building a Weather-Ready Nation™ 

5. Ann shared that locations for 2020 LEPC meetings have been determined.

6. Ann provided a handout on the LEPC purpose and vision. 

7. Carl provided a flyer Facts and Details about disaster declarations (attach 1).  This is information to know regarding on-going flooding issues in the county and how individual assistance works. Many factors go into disaster declarations.

PRESENTATION: Sam Konkel and AJ Clemons gave a presentation on CST (Civil Support Team), supporting ESF 4 and 9.  Information was provided on training resources on HAZMAT and Search and Rescue.   Information was clarified that CST is a support resource and not to be mistaken for on-scene command.  Information was also shared that the Kansas Department of Emergency Management (KDEM) has a list of FREE responder training. 
6.   TRAINING: 

A. Cynthia shared the Health and Medical Symposium is scheduled for March 24 and 25, 2020.  It will be added to KS-TRAIN soon and flyers will be sent out as well. 

B. Cynthia discussed the county Emergency Operations Plan is up for review as well as Medical Plans and Countermeasures.  If an organization is capable to hold a Point of Distribution (POD) let her know. 


C. Ann shared, on behalf of Derik Lampkin, that Spirit will be having TRANSCAER training with actual cars on Sep. 23-26, 2019. 


D. The Kansas Emergency Management Association (KEMA) will have its annual meeting on Sep. 10 in Topeka. 


E. Region 7 EPA conference is scheduled for Sep 25-26 in Kansas City.
