Counting Young Children  
in the 2020 Census
Counting everyone once, only once, and in the right place
An estimated 5 percent of kids under the age of 5 weren’t counted in the 
2010 Census. That’s about 1 million young children, the highest of any 
age group. 

We need your help closing this gap in the 2020 Census. Here’s what our 
research tells us about why young children are missed and what you can 
do to help make sure they are counted.

The child splits time between 
two homes.
The child lives or stays with 
another family or with another 
relative such as a grandparent.

• Emphasize that the census counts everyone where they live and sleep 
most of the time, even if the living arrangement is temporary or the parents 
of the child do not live there. 

• If the child truly spends equal amounts of time between two homes, count 
them where they stayed on Census Day, April 1. Coordinate with the other 
parent or caregiver, if possible, so the child is not counted at both homes.

• If it’s not clear where the child lives or sleeps most of the time, count them 
where they stayed on Census Day, April 1.

The child lives in a lower income 
household.

• Explain to service providers and families that responding to the census 
helps determine $675 billion in local funding for programs such as food 
stamps (also called the Supplemental Nutritional Assistance Program or 
SNAP), the National School Lunch Program, and the Children’s Health 
Insurance Program (CHIP). When children are missed in the census, these 
programs miss out on funding that is based on the number of children 
counted.

The child lives in a household 
with young parents or a young, 
single mom. 

• Explain that filling out the census yourself, on your own schedule, is easier 
than having to respond when a census worker knocks on your door. Remind 
these households that the form should only take about 10 minutes to fill 
out and can be done online or over the phone, in addition to mailing it back. 

• Encourage moms with young children to ask other household members to 
count them and their children on the form if others live in the household. 

The child is a newborn.

• Emphasize that parents should include babies on census forms, even if they 
are still in the hospital on April 1. 

• Encourage facilities providing services to newborns to remind parents 
about the importance of counting their children on the census form. 

• Highlight the fact that the census form only takes about 10 minutes to 
complete, and parents can fill it out online or over the phone in addition to 
paper at a time that works best for them.

Situaciones communes donde 
niños pequeños no se cuentan ¿Como puede ayudar?

•	 Recuérdele a la persona llenando el formulario que cuentan todo los niños, incluyendo 
no parientes y niños que no tienen otro lugar para vivir, incluso si sólo viven a la direction 
temporalmente el 1 de abril.

•	 Si el niño realmente gasta la misma cantidad de tiempo entre dos hogares, cuente donde se 
quedaron el día del censo, el 1 de abril. Coordinar con el otro padre o cuidador, si es posible, 
para que el niño no sea contado en los dos hogares.

•	 Si no está claro dónde vive el niño or donde se duerma el mayoría del tiempo, cuéntalos donde 
permanecieron el día del censo, el 1 de abril. 

•	 Explique al proveedores de servicios y familias que resonpondiendo al censo ayuda a 
determiner $675 mil millones en fondos para programas como alimentos sellos (tambien 
llamando programa suplementario de asistencia nutricional or SNAP), la programa nacional 
de almuerzos escolares, y la escuela de salud infantile programa de seguros (CHIP). Cuando 
se pierde a los niños del censo, estos programas se pierdan en la financiación que se basa en el 
número de niños Contado. 

•	 Recalque que padres deben incluir bebes el la formulario del censo, incluso si estan en el 
hospital el 1 de abril.

•	 Alenta las instalaciones que prestan servicios a los recién nacido que recuerdan a los padres 
sobre la importancia de contar a sus hijos en el formulario del censo.  

•	 Resalte el hecho que el formalario del censo sólo tarda 10 minutos en completa, y los padres 
pueden llenarlo sobre línea o por teléfono, además de papel en un momento que trabajo 
para ellos.

El niño divide el tiempo entre dos casas.

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•	 Explique que llenando el censo usted mismo, en su propio horario es más fácil que tener que 
responder cuando un trabajador del censo llama a su puerta. Recordar estos hogares que la 
forma sólo debe tardar unos 10 minutos para llenar y se puede hacer en línea o por teléfono, 
adémas enviar de nuevo. 

•	 Anime a las mamas con niños pequeños que piden a otros miembros del hogar que cuentan a 
ellos y su hijos en el formulario si otros viven en el hogar.
