Infants <1 year - Most common symptoms: Fever and poor feeding, followed by respiratory symptoms such as mild cough or

difficulty breathing and vomiting. Ages 1-9 - Most common symptoms: Fever, cough, headache, diarrhea, sore throat, runny nose,
muscles aches. Less common: Shortness of breath, abdominal pain and loss of taste/smell. Ages 10-18 - Most common symptoms:
Headache, cough, sore throat, fever, muscle aches, shortness of breath, diarrhea, nausea and vomiting and loss of taste/smell.
