OLD BUSINESS:
A.  2020 HMEP Grant Updates (Ann Houk/Haither Zaragoza)
1. A lot of work has been done since the last meeting.

2. Air Monitoring and sampling class to be held on September 18, 2020-approved by KDEM
3. Tactical Chemistry Class to be held September 21-25, 2020-approved by KDEM

4. Exercise vendor is selected and approved

B. SCEM changes

C.  Bylaws (Ann Houk)
1. Ann updated the by-laws to add the option of virtual meetings in response to the COVID pandemic.  This is also a desired option post-pandemic.  The by-laws also allow 1 stand-in for attendance.  Changes were approved by majority of voting members through email and virtual chat responses.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. LEPC Self-Evaluation: Ann Houk and Julie Stimson conducted an internal review of LEPC requirements using the state recommended checklist.  LEPC scored a 48/60 which is a great improvement from the last evaluation of 11/60.  Much of the improvement was from active LEPC participation from community partners, especially during the Full-scale HAZMAT exercise in 2019.  Need to keep the momentum and build more community-wide participation. 

B. Workplace/Visitor Safety: The Phillips 66 visitor safety video link was shared to LEPC members.  Technical challenges prevented sharing the video during the meeting. Julie reminded everyone to remain vigilant and prepared for other hazards and risks, aside COVID.  COVID fatigue and absences in the work place can create safety complacency.  
5.
PRESENTATION: 

1. Lane Sekavec presented on the 2017 UP ethanol train derailment in Graettinger, Iowa.  20 cars derailed with 14 releasing undenatured product (est. 322,000 gallons). The wrong placard caused a lot of confusion and the undenatured ethanol released caused a post-accident fire. Investigation disclosed that a broken rail was the cause of the accident.  No injuries, 3 homes evacuated, 400 feet of track and 152-foot bridge destroyed.  Excluding environmental remediation, cost of clearing the accident was estimated at $4million.
