MINUTES APPROVED:  Minutes from the May 19th, 2022 meeting are approved without changes.  Motion to approve by Andy Hall and second by Tony Tracy.
**Ann reviews and posts the Mission statement for the LEPC.  Ann refers everyone to the Sedgwick County LEPC website.

OLD BUSINESS:
A.  HMEP Training Courses (Ann Houk)
Ann states that with the HMEP grant money we have been able to provide several classes over this year and will extend into next year.  Ann states that Cody is still working on getting some classes scheduled but wants to ensure that we are not doubling up on training or conflicting scheduling.  Ann states that in addition to the courses/classes covered by the HMEP grant, there was training set up provided by BNSF and UP railroad. Cody states that the following training is planned:  10/18-20 Emergency Management Leader Training, TEEK training 11/2-3 for Home Health/Health Care entities.
B.  LEOP Review Status (Cody Charvat)
Cody states that Reagan is out and he will be speaking on the LEOP.  Cody states that the LEOP is currently with the county commission for review and adoption.  Cody states that once it is approved without changes, it will be available on the Sedgwick County Emergency Management website for review by all.  
C. Business Recognition Program (Richard Williams)
Richard states that we have not had any additional submissions for the Business Recognition Program.  Ann states that we will consider who has submitted information and proceed from there.  Ann states that we may wait on the program until we can get more Tier II businesses to attend the LEPC meetings.  Richard agrees.
D. Open Discussion
Andy Hall states that on 9/28 Spirit will be hosting their full scale training exercise and offers for attendance.  Andy states to just contact him if you are interested.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Full Scale Exercise 2023 (Ann Houk)


Ann states that over the past several years we have obtained financial resources through the  

      HMEP grant for training and exercises.  Ann states that for 2023-2024 she would like to see the   

      LEPC host a full scale exercise that is not correlated with hazardous materials.  Ann states that 

      We have several opportunities to utilize our own resources and host a full scale exercise without 



having to have the exercise focus hazardous materials.  Ann states that being this year it was 
      the LEOP submission that it would be a great opportunity for all LEPC entities to test their LEOP 

      plans.  Ann states that this would help generate resources beyond our existing participants.

     Ann states she will generate an email to everyone to see who is willing to be on a sub-committee   

     for the full scale exercise.  
B. Upcoming Training Opportunities (Cody Charvat)
     Cody states that he is still working on scheduling for the remainder of the training courses that  

     are covered under the HMEP grant.  Cody states that he will be sending out emails opening the 

     offerings when the classes are full.  Jim Corman requests to be included if there is space as he 

     would like to attend trainings.  Chief Tracy states that he will ensure that he has participation 

     from his stations for training.

PRESENTATIONS: 
Katy Timken - NCRI
Katy states that NCRI is a minority owned disaster recovery business.  Katy states that their company provides emergency resources nationwide.  Katy states that the company has over 50 years of experience.  Katy states that the company is ISO9001.2008.  Katy states that they work directly with the community and then commercial partners to provide emergency and disaster cleanup.  Katy states that they are located in Wichita.  
      Jim Corman - DHS

Jim Corman dicusses Chemlock and Flashpoint.  Jim states that there are 35000 businesses and only 3500 are tierd for reporting Hazardous materials as required.  Jim discusses efforts to monitor chemicals being used for bombs and how monitoring and tracking is reported to the FBI.  Jim states that DHS works to inspect and educate businesses on safe practices.  Jim provides brochures and business cards.
      Mike Powell(KDEM)/Melissa Forest - FirstNet


Melissa Forest and Mike Powell with KDEM present information on FirstNet (1st Net Authority).  Melissa discusses Mission critical communication implemented following the incidents on 9/11.  Melissa states that this is a federal broadband program being utilized to increase communication during situations/disasters.  The intent is to ensure that first responders are not without safe and effective communication.  Melissa states that AT& T has a 25 year contract.  Melissa states that there are 21 more towers going up in Kansas.  Melissa states that the public safety band is 14.  Melissa discusses the benefits of having uninterrupted communication capabilities for top priority responders.  Melissa states that most of Sedgwick county is using FirstNet.  Richard states that McConnell has their own system.  Melissa states the cost of the program/service is $39.99/mo and $44.99 for a hotspot.  
     Andy Hall – Spirit Aerosystems


Andy Hall discusses confined spaces.  Andy provides a power point that reviews what confined spaces are, how individuals are getting stuck, how to identify the most appropriate person to send in to enter a confined space, and  procedures on recovery.  Andy discusses grain bin incident and man hole cover incidents.  Andy discusses the risk of oxygen in confinement incidents and that there are occasions where oxygen is a root cause for explosions.  Sondra Mitchell states that there are at least 2 workers a week in the nation that suffer a fatality due to confined space situations.  Sondra also states that for construction laborers, physical hazards are the #1 cause of fatalities/injuries.
