MORTGAGE FORECLOSURE SALES BASIC INFORMATION SHEET

SEDGWICK COUNTY SHERIFF MORTGAGE FORECLOSURE SALES (NOT DELINQUENT TAX SALES) ARE HELD EVERY WEDNESDAY OF THE YEAR, EXCEPT HOLIDAYS, PROMPTLY AT 10:00 AM, IN THE SEDGWICK COUNTY HISTORIC COURTHOUSE, 3RD FLOOR CONFERENCE ROOM, 510 N. MAIN, WICHITA, KS.  IF A COUNTY HOLIDAY FALLS ON A WEDNESDAY, THE SALE IS HELD ON THE PRECEEDING TUESDAY.


PER K.S.A. 60-2410, REAL PROPERTY CANNOT BE SOLD UNTIL PUBLIC NOTICE IS GIVEN OF THE TIME AND PLACE OF THE SALE ONCE A WEEK FOR THREE (3) CONSECUTIVE WEEKS PRIOR TO THE DAY OF SALE.  THESE SALES ARE GENERALLY PUBLISHED IN “THE SEDGWICK COUNTY POST” BUT MAY ALSO BE PUBLISHED IN OTHER NEWSPAPERS MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF K.S.A. 64-101 OR ANY OTHER NEWSPAPER PRINTED IN SEDGWICK COUNTY, KANSAS, THAT IS OF GENERAL CIRCULATION, CONTINUOUSLY AND UNINTERRUPTEDLY PUBLISHED DURING A PERIOD OF FIFTY-TWO WEEKS

THERE IS NO LIST OF THESE SALES AS THEY ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE ON A DAILY BASIS.  THE PLAINTIFF’S ATTORNEY CAN CANCEL A SALE AT ANY TIME.  ONCE IT IS CANCELLED, IT IS THE PLAINTIFF’S OPTION TO RESCHEDULE THE SALE.  A MAJORITY OF SALES MAY BE TRACKED IN “THE SEDGWICK COUNTY POST,” PHONE NUMBER 691-8553.

INFORMATION PROVIDED IN THE PUBLICATION INCLUDES: CASE CAPTION, CASE NUMBER, SALE DATE, ATTORNEY NAME, AND LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY.  (IF THE COMMON ADDRESS IS NOT LISTED, THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE WILL NOT HAVE IT; HOWEVER, THE COUNTY CLERK’S OFFICE MAY BE CONTACTED FOR THIS INFORMATION).  THE COURT FILE IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION ON THE 6TH FLOOR OF THE COUNTY COURTHOUSE IN THE DISTRICT COURT CIVIL SECTION. THE FILE MAY GIVE INFORMATION (SUCH AS JUDGMENT AMOUNTS, COURT COSTS, ETC.) WHICH MAY ASSIST BIDDERS IN MAKING A BID AT THE TIME OF THE SALE.  WHEN CALLING THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE FOR ANY INFORMATION ON THE CASE, PLEASE HAVE THE CASE NUMBER OR THE DEFENDANT’S NAME(S) AS WE WILL NOT BE ABLE TO ASSIST WITH ONLY THE ADDRESS. 


THE FULL BID AMOUNT MUST BE PAID IN CASH, CASHIER’S CHECK OR MONEY ORDER AT THE TIME OF SALE.  ALL CHECKS ARE TO BE PAYABLE TO EITHER SEDGWICK COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE OR TO THE CLERK OF THE DISTRICT COURT.  PERSONAL CHECKS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED BY THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE UNLESS THE PLAINTIFF’S ATTORNEY HAS APPROVED IN ADVANCE.  IF THE AMOUNT OF THE CHECK IS MORE THAN THE BID AMOUNT, ANY REFUND OF THE EXCESS WILL BE DISBURSED FROM THE CLERK’S OFFICE PER ORDER OF THE COURT AT A LATER DATE.  THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE DOES NOT GIVE “CHANGE” OR ANY REFUND OF THE EXCESS PAYMENT.

AFTER THE SALE, A SHERIFF’S RETURN IS FILED WITH THE COURT CLERK.  THE COURT CLERK SENDS A RECEIPT TO THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER.  AN ORDER CONFIRMING THE SALE WILL BE ENTERED WHICH MAY OR MAY NOT CONTAIN A REDEMPTION PERIOD.  GENERALLY, THE REDEMPTION PERIOD IS THREE (3) MONTHS, BUT CAN BE LONGER, SHORTER OR TERMINATED.  ONCE THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE RECEIVES THE ORDER CONFIRMING THE SALE, A CERTIFICATE OF PURCHASE STATING THE BUYER’S NAME, BID AMOUNT AND THE REDEMPTION PERIOD IS SENT TO THE PLAINTIFF’S ATTORNEY OR TO THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER.  ONCE THE REDEMPTION PERIOD HAS ENDED, THE PLAINTIFF’S ATTORNEY OR THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER MUST RETURN THE ORIGINAL CERTIFICATE OF PURCHASE AND A SHERIFF’S DEED TO THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE. THE SHERIFF WILL EXECUTE THE SHERIFF’S DEED UPON RETURN OF THE ORIGINAL CERTIFICATE OF PURCHASE AND A SHERIFF’S DEED TO THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE.  IF THE PROPERTY IS REDEEMED DURING THE REDEMPTION PERIOD, THE CLERK OF THE DISTRICT COURT WILL REFUND THE APPROPRIATE AMOUNT TO THE BIDDER.  THERE WILL BE NO SHERIFF’S DEED ISSUED IN THE EVENT OF REDEMPTION.
