2.
MINUTES APPROVED:  Minutes from the November 17th, 2022 meeting are approved.   Motion to approve by Melissa Forrest and second by Tom Donnay .  All present in agreement with minutes approved as written-accepted.
3.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  HMEP Training Courses (Ann Houk)
Ann states from last year we had several classes planned.  Cody states all classes planned have been completed and paid for.  Cody states grant management fees increased the expenses.  Kenji states there is a couple of thousand up to five left over.  Ann states that when classes were calculated we had a little extra.  Cody states that not all classes were not done due to instructor availability from the state fire marshalls report.  
B.  Full Scale Exercise Sub Committee
Ann states that there was a sub committee meeting prior to this meeting.  Ann states that she shared that BNSF gifted a tank car that has to be transported to Wichita.  Ann states it will cost approximately $20,000 to move the tank car.  Ann states that BNSF will only allow 2 vendors on their property to move or tend to their property and the one that was chosen was RJ Corman due to the cost being approximately $2200 less than the other vendor.   Ann states that she got a soft approval from Swapan but have to wait for the application to be signed by the commission and moved back to the state.  Ann states when all of that is done the car will be housed at the Regional Training Center.  Ann states from the sub committee meeting it was determined that we need train tracks.  Ann states that all the fire chiefs will need to determine where the car will go.  Ann said the tank car will NOT move until funds are guaranteed.
Ann states from the sub committee meeting the discussion centered around an exercise and it was determined that a table top exercise would be done.  Ann states that all of these activities must be done with all reporting done by July 31st, 2023.  A table top exercise will be June 16th , 2023 from 9am to 1pm.  Ann asks Cody to locate a place to have the exercise.  Ann states this will meet the requirements according to Swapan to be able to get the tank car.    Cody requests a rough estimate of attendees.  Ann states max of 50 attendees.  Julie states she will get with Cody to discuss logistics.

Ann states the initial idea was  that the LEPC would host a full scale exercise this year but has determined that it will move to 2024 due to the multiple large exercises occurring this year. Ann states the next LEPC exercise will be non-hazardous materials or HMEP grant affiliated. 

C. Membership
Ann states that she submitted to KDEM a membership roster of 47 active members.  Ann states that quadrupled membership numbers from even 4 years ago.  Ann requests that there is active participation in the LEPC.  Ann requests that participation gains a new network, new resource, and the whole purpose to gain a familiarity with one another.  Ann states that our goal is to how to help one another as it is not the responsibility of just the first responders but every business to collaborate with one another.  Ann states that by building a stronger network and communicate to yield outcomes.
D. Open Discussion
Ann asks if this community has ever has a mass shooting.  Rachel Love states there was a shooting down at Holiday Inn in the 70’s.  Rachel said he killed a lot of people.  Ann states that as we look at then what are we doing now.  Matt Vogt said there was a shooting in 1985.  

Tom Donnay requests for a list of all participants primary and secondary contacts with email.  Ann states that she will provide a roster of information upon request.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  LEPC Bylaws
Ann provided everyone a copy of the bylaws.  Ann states changes we have added include:  addition of zoom meetings, a sub in the absence of a member; ann states that the sub or alternate would communicate with the member.  Ann states the addition of zoom came secondary to COVID.  Ann states there is an electronic version on the website.  Ann states that if there are any recommendations or changes to please let her know by email.  
Julie asks all attendees to look at the website and see if there are things needed or needing modified for easier use and viewing.

B. Upcoming Training Opportunities 

  Cody states that we do not have a definitive plan for training.  CERT is coming up.  Cody states he is working on the Risk Battery Class.  Cody states he is also working on an active shooter class that is 24 hours in length.  Cody states that we are in a holding pattern for the class.  Cody states there CISA courses available and planned for scheduling.  Chuck says there are over 300 web trainings on the DHS website.  Chuck states that they use to host an 8 hour webinar/class for active shooter.  Chuck states that he did a recent 1 day training that included see something say something and stop the bleed. Chuck posted a 2 hour webinar on 2/22/2023 for active shooter.  Chuck states the online trainings is for basic understanding.  

C.  EPA Report 2022
    Ann states that she contacted Delbert Kelley  1-913-551-7371 with the EPA and he directed her to public information regarding tier II businesses and incidents.  Ann states that this information is very public and posted.  Ann states that equipment failures, power outage, ruptured discs, storage tank sheen, anhydrous ammonia leak; Ann states that she will post this report with the minutes.  Ann states that moving forward she will bring this report to the meeting.  This is the information to get to the public site to see all incidents for Sedgwick County:  National Response Center site https://nrc.uscg.mil/. The INCIDENT_COMMONS sheet can be filtered by Sedgwick County.   Ann states that she only pulled 2021 to 2022.  Chief Tracy states that he feels most incidents go unreported.  2 gallons of Dawn dish detergent is reportable.  
     D.  CERT Training
    Jon is not available to discuss and Cody is speaking on his behalf.  Cody states that there is a video on the CERT class.  Cody states that the CERT class in Haysville was a good class.  Unable to play the CERT video for the meeting.  Community Emergency Response Team that has been non-existent for the past several years.  Cody states Jon Marr got CERT classes going.  Cody states training is being done to help community members be first responders from the aspect of first on scene and helping their neighbors.  Cody states that there will be an advanced team in the future but for now it is really trying to get as many trained in CERT as possible.

   Cody states the next class is in Derby.  Cody states that there are at least 3 more.  Cody said to go to sedgwickcounty.org/sgredi and you will find how to sign up for training.  

E.  Army Northcom FSE
