MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER WITH A QUORUM

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Minutes from April 11, 2019 were unanimously approved.
2. DIRECTORS REPORT

a. Director Forshee introduced Luke Blankenship who will be promoting to the position of Support Services Major effective 07/22, replacing Kristin Gill.  
b. Director Forshee provided an update on the media policy discussion from the previous meeting.  The WPD has requested that 911 no longer release the triage on Priority E calls to media when they call in and the policy has been changed to update that.  
c. Director Forshee provided an update to the CAD RFP Project, stating that the RFP is out for response and reviews will begin in August.  Additionally there is an RFP out for response for a CAD Consultant.  
d. Director Forshee updated the Board that the Radio Shop has been working to program radios for both the changes to the backup radio plan and the LE OPS channel.  Rather than doing an outage drill, Director Forshee is asking that training be done at the departmental level to prepare for the drill and will be sending out communication for that.  With regard to the LE OPS channel being added, Kelly is working to reprogram each department and in the meantime departments need to be considering where that channel will be placed in their lineup.
e. Director Forshee presented a staffing update, reporting 7 open positions and 6 filled positions taken by employees starting a July 1 academy class for call takers.

a. Deputy Director Meyers reported that the 4th of July non-emergency line, 316-290-1011, will be in effect July 1 through July 6, each night from 1800-0230.  Deputy Director Meyers requested that any suburban community that has unique fireworks hours or information to forward that to her.
