MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER WITHOUT A QUORUM

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Minutes from August 9, 2018 were not approved due to not having a quorum.
2. DIRECTORS REPORT

a. EMS Requests by LEOs – After reviewing feedback from everyone, Director Forshee created a policy that reinforces what 911 is currently doing. It states field personnel can provide a triage and it will be noted in the call. They will need to provide if it is a 39 emergent, or 37 non-emergent response that is being requested. If they do designate it; it will be non-emergent for green, and yellow, red or blue will be emergent.
b. Update on 911 Legislation – In 2019, the 911 Legislation will go in front of the State. They will be raising the 911 tax fee up to $.95 per phone line in Kansas. Currently, the budget we have is not sustainable with our present operations, much less to allow for growth into any future operations that we need to keep up with the demand of our growing community. Our system is unique in Kansas, due to our size, and we need to make sure that our needs are represented.  Director Forshee would like everyone to come together as a Board and make a statement for support.
3. MAJOR’S REPORT

a. Staffing and Training Report – Currently finishing training for new Fire and EMS dispatchers. A new call taker class of eight has started at the academy. We are currently over staffed by three. In November, there will be more cross training with a Law Enforcement class, Fire and EMS dispatcher. At the end of November, there will be another application open to fill the positions we were granted by the Commission. The class for that will start the first full week of January.
4. OFF AGENDA ITEMS

a. Colonel Richard Powell stated: On behalf of Sheriff Easter and all of the men and women of the Sheriff’s office, we would like to applaud the actions and level of efforts put forth by the 911 staff on the incident involving Officer Kunze and his death. They stepped up to the challenge. It was a very difficult time for everyone. 911 is the lifeline for us to all of the rest of the world. Thank you.
b. Wanda Givens, represent WPD, announced on behalf of DC Livingston, effective immediately, we will be responding to any larcenies involving autos. Normally we do not respond, but there is such a high number we need to start making the scenes for evidence.
